Joyful, joyful...

At the Christmas Eve midnight mass, smiling folkssang “Joy tc
the world” with gusto — as if they meant it! But@s we begin
this new year of 2010, we Christians tend to put that joy, that
happiness, away and get our lives back to normal (whatever that
is). It causes me to wonder why we don’t connect our faith, our
religion, with happiness. Why do people tend to think that the
practice of faith has to be joyless, sombre, and too often dull and

uninteresting?
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Think for a moment about your practice of religion, your expressions of
faith. When you consider your religion and how your faith is expressed
do you picture some long, tiresome list of “don’ts”? For far too many
people I expect that’s their picture, too.

We are a eucharistic people — a people of thanksgiving. St. Paul tells
us to rejoice in the Lord always — and we express that joyful
relationship liturgically when we’re gathered in the Lord’s name for
Holy Eucharist. But most of our time is spent in “the world” not in
church. How is your joy in the Lord expressed in your everyday life?

Joy in the Lord is a profound, deep sense of God’s care for his creation
and especially his people, including ourselves. It includes a pervading
awareness of God’s goodness and the seeking and doing of God’s wil!
in life. Joy in the Lord is far more than glib or forced smiles, more thr
practiced, insincere happiness.

Joy to the world, indeed. Let your life be a reflection of true joy, of «.
deep happiness that passing circumstances can never destroy — and the
peace which passes all understanding will be yours as well, as you
accept and embrace the blessings that God has just for you.

PRAYER VIGIL

Jesus came out and went, as was his custom, to the
Mount of Olives; and the disciples followed him.
When he reached the place, he said to them, “Pray
that you may not come into the time of trial.” Then he
withdrew from them about a stone’s throw, knelt
down, and prayed, “'Father, if you are willing, remove
this cup from me; yet, not my will but yours be done.”
[Then an angel from heaven appeared to him and
gave him strength. In his anguish he prayed more
earnestly, and his sweat became like great drops of
blood falling down on the ground.] When he got up
from prayer, he came to the disciples and found them
sleeping... and he said to them, “Why are you
sleeping? Get up and pray that you may not come
into the time of trial.” (St. Luke 22:39-46)

It is with these words of Jesus to his disciples that you are invited to
spend an hour or more of your time in prayer and meditation in the
church sometime between the close of the Maundy Thursday
Eucharist at approximately 9:00 p.m. and the beginning of the Good
Friday Stations of the Cross at 12:15 p.m. A sign-up sheet will be
available after the Palm Sunday service, or you may call the parish
office to indicate the hour you prefer to “wait and watch” with our
Lord. Of course, two or more people can sign up for the same time.
